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REQUIREMENTS FOR CONDUCTING ASBESTOS WORK 

IN NORTH CAROLINA 
 
This listing provides a partial synopsis of requirements and regulations affecting contractors performing 
asbestos management/abatement activities in North Carolina.  Brief discussions of some of the 
regulatory requirements are included: 
 
 

Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act (AHERA) 
(40 CFR Part 763; NC Gen. Stat. §130A-444 through §130A-451) 
 

40 CFR Part 763 regulates asbestos activities in public and private elementary and secondary 
schools.  The rule requires schools to inspect for asbestos containing materials, develop asbestos 
management plans, and implement response actions in a timely manner.  To carry out these 
activities, schools must use trained individuals.  The NC Asbestos Hazard Management Program 
(AHMP), established by N.C. Gen. Stats. §130A-444 through §130A-451, requires that these 
trained individuals become accredited by passing an EPA approved course and examination.  
After successful completion of the EPA approved course(s), each individual must obtain an 
accreditation number from the NC Health Hazards Control Unit (HHCU).

Asbestos Hazard Management Program 
(NC Gen. Stat. §130A, Article 19; 10A N.C.A.C. 41C .0601-.0608, .0611) 
 

This statute governs requirements pertaining to: 
 

1) Criteria for asbestos exposure in public areas; 
2) Accreditation of persons conducting asbestos management activities; 
3) Obtaining and maintaining course approval; and 
4) Obtaining a permit prior to conducting asbestos removal projects.

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National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) 
(40 CFR Part 61, Subpart M; 10A N.C.A.C. 41C .0609 and .0610) 
 

NESHAP standards address activities associated with the demolition and renovation of buildings 
which may contain asbestos, as well as the handling and disposal of asbestos containing waste 
material.  Notification is required for demolitions whether or not asbestos is present.  Notification is 
also required for building renovations when asbestos is present.  Air emissions of asbestos are 
addressed as well.

Landfill Operational Requirements 
(10 N.C.A.C. 10G .0505) 
 

These rules regulate the disposal of asbestos waste in permitted solid waste landfills.  Approval of 
waste to be disposed in North Carolina landfills is regulated by the NC DENR. Division of Solid 
Waste Management, Solid Waste Section.  Final acceptance of the waste is the decision of the 
local landfill operator who should be contacted directly.
